	Aim
	To provide students with an opportunity to interact orally and to write a little text about their fears.

	Objectives
	By the end of this lesson, students will be able to talk about their fears using different strategies and resources.  They will also be able to write a few sentences about their friends’fears.

	Extra class-work (extended activities - fillers for early finishers)


	The I.C.T. could be integrated in the LES.  Students could type their book and look for some pictures on the Internet.

They could also do a Fear Survey at home with their parents.

Students could also go in another class (grade 1 or 2 to read their personal version of the book.)

	Introducing the lesson

(15 minutes)

a. Before the students arrive in class, places a spider on her desk and turns off the lights.
When the students arrive in class, the teacher stays outside.  She pretends that she can’t come in the class because she is afraid of the dark.  She really has to act out her fear of the dark: “I can’t go in the class.  Ah!  I’m afraid of the dark!  Can you help me?  Can you turn on the lights?  Oh!  Thank you very much!”  She can now come in the class.  The teacher walks to her desk and says:  “Ah!  A spider!  I am afraid of spiders!  Help me!  Who can come and take it off my desk?  Ouf!  Thank you!”  

After wards, she writes on the board: “I am afraid of the dark and I’m scared of spiders.”  Then she turns to a student and asks:  “What are you afraid of?”  and writes the answer on the board. She continues with other students. She writes all the ideas on the blackboard in the form of a brainstorm (Teacher’s Tool 1).  Then she asks the student who gave the answer to ask the questions to one of his classmates:  “What are you afraid of?”  
b. Distributes Handout 2 (I am afraid of…) to the students.  Asks them to fill in the blanks with their fears.  Says that they can refer to the brainstorming to help them. Mentions to students that they have to find a minimum of three fears.  
· Handout 1 is done later.
	· To pay attention, to listen to the teacher.

	c. Tells students that they are going to listen to a story called “Little Mouse’s Big Book of Fears”, written and illustrated by Emily Gravett.  Asks the students to come and sit quietly around her.  Goes through the pre-listening strategies of the “I listen to Texts” checklist (Teacher’s tool 2) with the students.  Says:  “Look at the illustrations.  What do you think the story will be about?  Who do you think is the main character?”
Asks them to pay attention while she is reading the story.
Goes through the after-listening strategies of the “I listen to Texts” checklist (Teacher’s tool 3) with the students.  Says:  “What was the story about?  Are you, like the little mouse, afraid of...spiders...accidents...?  Did you like the story?   What did you like about the story? Asks the students to go back to their places.

	· Use the strategies of the checklist to help the understanding.

· Take turns to predict what is going to happen in the story.

· Pay attention while the teacher is reading.

· Show their understanding by answering the questions.

	d. Distributes the handout 1 (key elements of the story).  Asks the students to match the words in the word bank with the appropriate images. Circulates to help and to give feedback.

Allow time for students to add on any extra fears in their Handout 2.  

e. Brainstorms on the different reasons why students have their fears. Writes reasons on board. Models the following task with a student:   
T:  What are you afraid of?
S1:  I am afraid of bees.

T:  Why are you afraid of bees?
S1:  Because I was stung by a bee when I was little.

S2:  What are you afraid of?

T:  I am afraid of spiders.
S2:  Why are you afraid of spiders?

T:  Because, when I was young, I found one in my bed and it scared me.

T:  What are you afraid of?
S3:  I am afraid of...

…
Distributes Handout 3 (Survey of my friends’ fears + draft) and explains to students that they have to interview 3 different friends. Reminds students to take out Handout 2 (I am afraid of…). 
Corrects Handout 3 (top part) before students go on to the next activity.

f. Shows Teacher’s tool 4 (model of book).  Explains what she expects from the students by presenting and distributing Handout 5 (checklist of my text).  Asks the students to complete the second part of the Handout 3 (draft).  Asks students to make clear sentences using the targeted language.  Tells students that they have to meet with a partner for peer-editing.  
Corrects Handout 3 (bottom part) before students go on to the next activity.

g. Distributes Handout 4 (book of my friends’fears).  Explains to students the following required task:
- their name on the cover page

- illustration on the cover page related to the subject (fears)

- use of draft to produce final copy
- illustration related to the text for each page
Reminds students to use Handout 5 (checklist of final product) when they are done.  

h. Distributes the Handout 6 (self-evaluation).  Completes it with the students.

	· Get involve in the task and show their understanding by filling in the handout.

· Refer to the brainstorming if needed.

· Write the draft of the book.  Write three sentences on the second part of the handout 3.

· Fill in the checklist.

· Use the resources (handouts, dictionary, visuals...)

· Peer-edit the draft.
· Make at least 3 corrections.

· Write three sentences (one on each page).
· Illustrate their sentences.

· Fill in the checklist (Handout 5).

· Hand in clean copy and draft.
· Reflect on their learning.

Setting the tone


When the students arrive in class, the teachers stays outside.  Teacher pretends that s/he can’t come in the class because s/he is afraid of the dark.  Teacher has to dramatize fear of the dark: “I can’t go in the class.  Ah!  I’m afraid of the dark!  Can you help me?  Can you turn on the lights?  Oh!  Thank you very much!”  S/he can now come in the class.  The teacher walks to her desk and says:  “Ah!  A spider!  I’m afraid of spiders!  Help me!  Who can come and take it off my desk?  Ouf!  Thank you!”

Expected production


By the end of the lesson, the students will be able to create a little book of their friends’ fears.  They will have to use many strategies to succeed.  They will have to participate in oral exchanges to make the final product.  They will also have to use a specific language convention to write their book.














Differentiation


Advanced: Ask the advanced students to do two more pages in their books or to be « Little Teachers ».  They can also include the real scientific words in their final product.





Learning difficulties: Allow the students to look in the book to do the handout 1.  Ask them to do only one page.
