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Material: 
You need one deck of cards.
Instructions : 

1. Team-up!  (maximum of 3 students)
2. Shuffle the cards.  Distribute 8 cards per student.  

 Put the rest of the cards face down on the table.

3. The goal is to have as many packages of 4 cards (match) 

 as possible.

4. To do so, ask one player for a card you possess in your hand.

5. If the player does not have the cards, he says “GO FISH”.  

 Then, you pick one card out of the lake.


6. If the player has the card, he has to give you all the 

 cards with that number or figure. Don’t forget to say:  Thank you! 

7. Next player plays.

8. Once you have a perfect match of 4 cards, display them 
 in front of you. 
9. The game ends when there are no more cards left!

The one who gets the most sets of 4 cards wins!


Teacher’s guide
Material: 
You need one deck of cards                   and a “Go Fish” card per team of 3.

Preparation : 

· Activating prior knowledge:  Ask students to tell you what they know about the vocabulary, the numbers one to ten.
· Go over the vocabulary with them.  See “useful words” bank.

· Activating prior knowledge on the game “GO FISH”.

Realisation: 
· Teacher models the instructions.

· Then, gives the “Go Fish” card.  Read instructions to students. 

· Ask students to team up. (3 maximum per team)
· Hand a deck of cards per team.

· Students play. 
Integration:

· Ask students if they liked the game….
