Preparation

Activity 1: Discovering animals 
Appendix 1 – C1
· Teacher hides flashcards in the classroom before students arrive (under desk, near file cabinet, on the window, on the floor, on the door, etc).  
· Teacher says: I lost my cat !  Teacher picks a flashcard and says: “Is this a cat?  No, it is not.  What is it? It is a … » and continues for every flashcard.
· Teacher explains expression Lost and Found as these 2 words are very important to the overall understanding of the story.

· Teacher places flashcards on wall or board where students can see them.
Activity 2: Activating Prior Knowledge and Predicting
Storybook : I’ve Lost my Cat by Philippe Beha
Appendix 2 and Appendix 3 - C1
· Ask students if they have a pet at home.  What’s their pet? What colour is it? What is the pet’s name? Etc.
· Present the 4 colours found in the book using Flashcards (Appendix 2).
·  Teacher asks the students to find objects in the classroom or objects they know of that colour (yellow, black, grey, white and pink).

· Hand out one story book per student.  
· Make predictions by looking at the cover of the book. Is the boy happy or sad? Are there words they recognize in the title? If yes, which ones?
· Hand out Appendix 3: My Mini Picture Dictionary and ask the students to complete the sheet by drawing the missing animals or writing the names of the animals. Students can use flashcards as a resource.
Activity 3: Reading the book
Storybook : I’ve Lost my Cat - C1
· Teacher reads the story as students follow in their book and leaves flashcards (Appendices 1-2) posted on wall/blackboard for easy referral.

Activity 4: Lost and Found (Sequencing)
Appendix 4: Lost and Found  -strips in envelope (one per team of 2) - C1
· Teacher pairs students.
·  Provide one envelope per team with cut-out strips (Appendix 4).  
· Students are invited to put the story strips in order.  
· Students can use their storybook for help.

Activity 5:  Memory Game
Appendix 5: Memory Game cards in envelope (one per team of 2) - C2 
· Teacher distributes and envelope containing one set of precut picture cards (Appendix 5_pictures) and one set of word cards (Appendix 5_words) and invites students to match the pictures with the vocabulary words. Teacher models the activity with following functional language:
“My turn”, Your turn, I start, you start. This is a ___. This is not a match. This is a match.” 
Activity 6: Picture Rallye
(**Make sure that the pages of the book have been numbered**)

 Appendix 6 – C1
· Invite the students to play a class rally. Teacher shows a picture from Appendix 6 and gives the whole class the instruction on the card.

· E.g. “Find the yellow, black and white leopard. Who will find it first?”
· Teacher invites the students who found the illustration to say “I found the __________! It is on page _____.”
· Once this activity is completed as a class, invite students to play in teams of 2.

Integration

Activity 6: My Lost and Found Mini-Book
Appendix 7 – C1
· Hand out Appendix 7 and go through the instructions with the students modeling the different steps explicitly. 
· Teacher points out the pictures in Appendix 7 to describe the action words: paddling, wandering, etc.
· Teacher models how to cut out and assemble mini-book.
Possible Extra activities:
· Play hide and seek with the animals (Activity 1).  Students have to say :  I lost my cat…. Is this my cat?... Look , I found a……!
· Make a mobile using all the animals from the story and hang on a coat hanger in classroom.
· After doing activities 1-2-3 as a class, teacher uses appendices 4-6 and 8-10 as learning centers, and finishes with activity 6.
