Teacher’s Guide

Material:

Poster paper

Teacher Tool 1-Small flashcards of body parts

Student handout 1: Label the Face
Student handout 2: Monster description
Student handout 3: Personal version of “Go Away Monster” 
Strategy Posters: activating prior knowledge, risk taking, cooperation, using resources
Preparation 
· Teacher prints Teacher Tool 1 and places them in a box/bag.

· Teacher prints Teacher Tool 2 and places them in another box/bag.

· Teacher puts a giant paper on the blackboard/wall.

Task 1:
· Teacher sings with students the song Head and Shoulders.
· Teacher picks a color and a body part and models: “I picked yellow and I picked a mouth. That is really funny! A yellow mouth. Did you ever see a yellow mouth? NOOOO!”  S/he draws on the giant paper the body part that s/he picked using the right color. 
· Strategy: Activating Prior Knowledge
· Teacher Tool 1-Small flashcards of body parts

· Teacher Tool 2-Small flashcards of colours 

· Teacher asks a student to pick a color and a body part. Ask that student to say the color and the body part that s/he picked. Encourage student to make a complete sentence having them put the color before the body part. (E.g. I picked a blue nose).
· Strategy: Risk Taking
· C1
· Teacher asks the student to draw what s/he picked on the giant paper (blue nose, yellow feet, etc.)

· Continue activity until all body parts and colors have been picked.
· With the help of the students, teacher writes 5 sentences at the bottom of the paper to describe the “monster” (E.g. The monster has yellow feet. It has a blue nose. etc.) 
· Teacher finds a name for the monster with the class.

· Teacher makes this poster available to students during the whole activity as a resource.

Task 2:
· Teacher presents the book Go Away Big Green Monster to the students. S/he activates prior knowledge by asking them: What do you see on the cover? What do you think the book will be about? Are you scared of monsters?  What body parts do you see on the cover? What colors do you see? Etc.
· Strategies: predicting, activating prior knowledge

· C1

· Teacher reads the book to the students and encourages students to join in.

· Teacher hands out Student Handout 1 and asks students to label the face parts.(only do the top part of the page)
· Student handout 1-Label the Face
Carrying out the Task
Task 3:

· Teacher places students in teams of 4. S/he makes sure students have the Student Handout 1 with them. Teacher reads the book a 2nd time. Teacher models first page with them.  

· As the teacher reads the book, the students write down in their Student Handout 1 (bottom part of the page) the adjectives found in the book.

· When the teacher finishes reading the book, s/he corrects the bottom part of the handout with the students.  Teacher encourages students to find other adjectives with their teams.
· Strategy: cooperation, activating prior knowledge

· Teacher writes all additional adjectives on the board and students add them in their Student Handout 1 (bottom part). Students will need this bank of adjectives for the writing task. Teacher may add other adjectives as well.
Intergrating

Teacher must create his/her own version of Student Handout 3 to show as a model to the students.
Task 4:

· Teacher models Student Handout 2 using the eyes and the nose as examples. Students individually complete their Student Handout 2. This is their draft. Encourage students to use Student Handout 1 as a resource. 
· Strategy: Using  resources

Task 5:
· Teacher shows and reads his/her model of Student Handout 3 to the students.
· Teacher hands out Student Handout-3. Students complete their personalized book using their Student Handout 2.

· Students draw their monster corresponding to their sentences.

Task 6:
· Teacher invites students to regroup in teams of 4 and asks them to present their book to their team. Invite students to congratulate their team mates with positive expressions.
Extended activities:

· Students could present their book to younger or older children.

· Students could create a mask.

· Display the books in the library for others to see.

· Have students present their books at parents’ interview night.

· Have a contest and students vote for the best book.
