Material needed to read the book:

· Stations 1-7 (other material is needed and mentioned in each station.)
· Garden tool
· Apron
· Duster
· Dog leash-collar + stuffed dog (preferably black and white)
· Green goo recipe: bowls, water, green food coloring, white craft glue, liquid starch or Borax powder, spoons, empty pill bottles (available at drug store or ask students to bring some).

Preparation

· Teacher elicits students’ prior knowledge by asking the following questions:
· Do you have a pet? Which ones? Names? Breed? Ask students if they have ever lost a pet (or know someone who lost one). 
· Introduce song: Oh Where, Oh Where Has my Little Dog Gone? 
· Teacher invites students to sing-along.  Handout lyrics (Appendix TG 1) to students and they glue it in their scrapbook/duo-tang.

Appendix TG1-Lyrics

· Teacher shows book Bored Bill to students.  Teacher asks students these questions:
· What is the title of the book? What do you think will happen in the book? Does it ever happen sometimes that you are bored? What do you do when you are bored? How do you express boredom? Do you sigh? Do you roll your eyes? Do you sulk?
· Teacher shows to students how to sigh, roll their eyes, and sulk.

· Teacher tells students that while s/he reads the book, every time they hear the word “BORED” they are to sigh and roll their eyes!

· Teacher stops reading the story up to where Mrs. Pickle is rescued by the fireman. Teacher asks students:
“Now you know that Mrs. Pickle loves her dog. She can’t find him anywhere. Don’t you think she’s worried about him?  Do you think she would like us to sing the song to help her find her dog? Let’s sing together.”

· Sing song together.

· Teacher continues reading the story to the end. Teacher asks questions:
· Did you like the book?  
· What is your favourite part? 
· Would you like eating the Alien food?
· Would you like to go in a spaceship?
· Which Alien is the funniest?
· Does Bill have fun with his new friends?
· Is Mrs. Pickle happy to see Bill?
· Is Bill happy to see Mrs. Pickle?
· Do you know Kung Fu moves? Would you like to try some?
· Is Bill still bored at the end of the story?
· What does Bill like to do at the end of the story?
· …

Making Green Goo/Slime 
· Teacher shows video on how to make slime. (Alien food).

· Method 2 video and recipe (Excellent)   (with borax)

· Teacher makes slime in front of whole class and gives out samples of “Alien food” to each student in a pill bottle to bring home.

· Place labels on pill bottle.
Goo/slim recipe: bowls, water, green food coloring, white craft glue, liquid starch or Borax powder, spoons, empty pill bottles (available at drug store or ask students to bring some) and labels.

Stations 1-7

Model each station with students prior to students being on their own.

· Place students in teams of 3-4. Class should be set up in 7 different stations. At each station, a folder is identified with the station number and all the necessary material is placed for the students to do the tasks. When students are finished earlier with one station, ask them to go to the “When I’m Finished” station to do the 4 winding-down moment activities.
Stations 1-7 folders
Possibility to evaluate C1:  To act on understanding of Texts

Carrying out the task

Students work in stations.
 
Assimilation and Transfer

· Teacher reads the book once again and stops at when Mrs. Pickle lost her dog. Teacher asks students if they have ever seen a lost poster in their area. (on a post, at the store, in the newspaper, on a mailbox, etc.)
· Teacher should show the students a sample of a lost poster of an animal. (Check on Internet)
· Teacher asks this question:
· What do you see on a lost poster?
· Write these possible answers on the board: picture, phone number, name of pet, colour, male-female, age, size,…
· Teacher hands out the lost poster and tells the students that Mrs. Pickle needs help to find Bill.
· Teacher asks students to complete the poster with what they learned about Bill, the story and the stations.

Optional/extra activities to do:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Have each student bring Bill home in a bag with a disposable camera. Take a picture with Bill of what they like or dislike to do at home.  When all students have brought Bill home, develop the film and give the pictures to the students as a souvenir.
· Have a search party to find Bill in the school.
· Have a tea-party to celebrate Bill coming home.
· Invite students to look out for lost pets in their community.
· Invite a grand-mother playing the role of Mrs. Pickle with a real dog. Have her sign autographs.
