Natural Gum is Discovered

Later, Greek women favored chewing mastic gum to clean their teeth and sweeten their breath. In South America, people enjoyed “chicle”, a natural gum that comes from the Sapodilla tree. 

The First Chewing Gum
[image: Description : http://t1.gstatic.com/images?q=tbn:ANd9GcRE0wxMu-NVZdITVJF8GCbGjUCI7dhHBUH3Gdknr2-B9BA9xSI94Q]In 1869, a Mexican general, Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna, hired New York inventor Thomas Adams to develop a new form of rubber. He thought that he could combine chicle with rubber and invent a new material for making tires. His experiments were disastrous! Adams then had another idea: if people couldn’t drive on his “chicle” maybe they could chew on it! He succeeded in producing the first modern chewing gum, named Adams New York N° 1.

The First Bubble Gum
In 1906, the first bubble gum called Blibber-Blubber was invented but it never sold. It was so sticky that if it popped on your face, it was almost impossible to remove! It was in 1928 that Walter Diemer accidentally invented Dubble Bubble, the first successful bubble gum. One day, he created the perfect gum recipe and added pink coloring because it was the only color he had.

So, now that you know where it comes from, will you keep on chewing? Hopefully not in class, there are already too many pieces of gum stuck under your desk ! ! !

Frank Henry Fleer discovered this when he tried to make bubble gum, it was too sticky and tasteless. This problem was solved when William Wrigley Jr. helped Fleer. Mister Wrigley and Fleer had the idea to add mint and fruit extracts. Later, another inventor discovered the perfect bubble gum recipe during an experiment. At the end of the Second World War, the brand name Bazooka Bubble Gum was created by the Topps Candy Company in the United States of America.
