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Introduction
These activities are intended for grade 2 students and are accompanied by a "Class Peace Album" binder that goes home for one week with each student.  
Do the suggested activities before sending the binder home.

Preparation 
1. When students enter the class, give them a hug or a high-five.

2. Ask the students to predict what the book is about when showing the cover page. Ask them to predict what "peace" means.

3. Read the book to the students.
Strategies: 

Paying attention

Actitivity  1 : Playing With a Friend

Note : The pages in  The Peace Book are not numbered.

· Refer to page ”Peace is making new friends” in the book.

· The teacher asks students what they like to do with their friends.  Play hockey?  Play ball?  The teacher uses flashcards and writes all possible answers on the board.
· Hand out Annexe 1 to each student.  Teacher asks students to sign the invitation. Tell students that they will choose a friend and they will decide on an activity to play together at recess. Teacher collects all the invitations.
· Teacher calls one student at a time and asks them to choose a friend they would like to give their invitation to. Teacher can encourage students to approach a friend they don’t normally play with, but doesn’t insist as students may feel uncomfortable at this age.  The student says the name of the person they wish to invite and writes his or her name on the invitation in the appropriate space.  Once all the students have invited someone to play, they pair up and choose an activity that appears on the invitation.  Note that they will have to pair up twice, the first time with the student they invited and another time with the student who invited them.  
· Competency 2: To communicate orally in English

· Teacher should make his/her model first and provide functional language when students are exchanging their coupons.
· Students glue the invitation they received in their scrapbook.

Activity 2 :  Listening to Different Kinds of Music
Note : The teacher has to prepare a selection of ten different songs for this activity.  The songs should be in different languages and include a variety of music types (e.g. jazz, pop, Cuban, etc.) 
· Refer to page “Peace is listening to different kinds of music” in the book.
· Hand out Annexe 2 to students.

· Explain to students that they will listen to different types of music and colour one funny face according to their appreciation.  Insist that students should not be influenced by others. (It should be a quiet and individual activity).

· Share as a group. Students glue sheet in their scrapbook.

Note: Teacher can play the songs during another winding-down moment.

· Teacher makes his/her model of coupon and mimes the different actions so the students can understand (i.e. Doing the dishes). Teacher invites students to mime the actions.

· Students present their peace words to 4 or 5 other friends, say the words and the colours of the flag.

· Cut out Annexe 4.3 - Blank Squares. Distribute a blank square to each student. Students rewrite their peace word and decorate it.  Have all the students glue their peace word on Annexe 4.4 – Peace Words Around the World.
